Installation of Anti-Rattle Spring and Wear Warning Indicator

Step 1.

Insert the wear warning indicator plugs into the brake pad backing plate, as shown in the picture below:

Step 2

Install the hold down springs onto the brake pad backing plates and the heat plate, making sure that the springs
are located underneath the wear warning indicator plate, as shown in the picture below. Note that the springs
should locate on the outside of the wear warning indicator wires as shown below.

Step

Insert the pad retention clamp bar into the caliper (A) and compress the springs (B).
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Install the retaining springs onto the location tabs on the backing and piston plates

recommended torque setting.
